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Perform Time Pellet

A sizable portion of the race feed market is in pelletized or cubed form.  We, at Capstone Feeds, are in the fortunate position that we have the Perform Time pellet to compete in that market segment.

Perform Time pellets include micronized cereal grains (mainly maize and barley) as a source of energy derived from starch.

Perform Time thus benefits from all the advantages, already outlined, derived from the micronizing process.

During micronization, finer components of micronized products are separated and collected for use in the manufacture of these pellets.

Perform Time is a high energy feed (digestible energy 12.6MJ/kg – approx TDN value 73+) and we believe has a higher energy level than other commercially available pellet products.   

Because of its very high digestibility in the horse’s small intestine, (over 90% for micronized maize compared to about 45% in the case of raw milled maize for instance) practically no undigested starches find their way to the large intestine.  Racehorses on Perform Time will also benefit from the “weight handicap syndrome” apart from the cost efficiency factor (less amount of feed is necessary to meet the energy levels required by high performing horses).  Feeding Perform Time with hay and/or chaff also ensures your horse has a happy and healthy “tummy”.

Adding lead to the jockey’s weight is the method utilised in handicapping racehorses, and we are all aware what a difference a couple of kg’s make to the outcome of a race.  One must bear in mind at all times that racehorses do not only carry the handicapper’s weight but also the unseen, but real, so called “hidden handicapper” of hind gut ballast which is nearly just as limiting to performance.  This additional mass is fortunately more easily handled by the horse but is nevertheless a factor to bear in mind.  Research indicates that each kg of fibre in the hind gut holds approximately 7kgs of water and to the racehorse this represents a significant weight handicap since an additional 25kgs of added gut weight can slow speed down by approx 0.6m per second, which equates to around 3.0 lengths in the last 400m of a race.  Feeding Perform Time aids in having lower hindgut ballast at race time.  

Other advantages of Perform Time pellets are outlined below.

· High fat content of 5% minimum including essential omega 3 & 9 oils.

· Protein level with added soya (best protein source available) 14%.

· Low level of molasses (maximum 5%) as compared with the often found levels of between 10 – 12% in competitive products.  Molasses is one of the cheapest ingredients used in horse feed manufacture in SA and although desirable in small amounts can be detrimental to horse’s well being if overfed.  KER recommends keeping the level of molasses to below 8%.

· Perform Time benefits from similar inclusion levels of vitamin, mineral and amino acid found in the Capstone muesli type race formulations and therefore also has optimum levels of these essential nutrients.

· Perform Time contains added magnesium, methionine, lysine, organic chromium, vitamin E and a live yeast culture to meet added requirements of high performance horses and reduce lactic acid levels during racing.

· Perform Time has a moisture content of 10% max, which is a factor to be considered when one purchases feed as one doesn’t want to pay for “water”.  Verify declared moisture content levels of different products when comparing prices.

· Perform Time does not contain any animal products or by products.
